Your child has shown an interest in playing Hockey for Knighton Normal School this season. All teams play on Saturday
mornings with the season starting on Saturday, 9th May.

Just Hockey (558 Anglesea Street)
does a ‘Junior Starter Pack’ including a stick, ball, shin pads, mouthguard, and a ball for $45.00. Blue socks, similar to
football socks, with a double white stripe at the top, are preferred. Alternatively, we can provide some equipment if you

cannot source your own. Please reach out if needed.

Team support: This team will require a coach/manager and a referee who can attend most Saturday games. Teams will be
formed only if there are enough players at each year level, and only if there is parent help to coach/manage/referee the

team. No experience is required for coaches/managers. Training is available for coaches and referees.

If there is no parent help, Knighton Normal School will be unable to register a team.

Payment and fees: The cost of hockey will be $55 per player. Please note Waikato Hockey have increased their fees.
